Copper Creek “Adopt-A-Block” Program  
Over the past year many changes have taken place to give Copper Creek a “face lift” for items that had been overlooked or 
accepted as is. The Architectural Review Committee (ARC), with the approval of the Copper Creek Board of Directors, 
has carefully used funds to remove dead cacti and rat nests, cut back overgrown vegetation, add new plantings to open 
areas, add additional trash cans and dog waste bag dispensers, as well as help refine plans for the new lighting systems and 
landscaping at the entrances. 

As a continuation for improving the quality of our community, your ARC has come up with the idea of a “clean and 
beautiful” community. Currently we depend upon our landscaping contractor to pick up the unsightly trash that gets blown 
around and ends up along the curb or lodged in vegetation. 

Copper Creek has over nine hundred homes. That is a large area for any committee or landscape contractor to oversee. 
Our idea is to get volunteers (additional eyeballs) to become members of our Copper Creek “Adopt-A-Block” Program. 
This program will take the “Adopt-A-Roadway” concept many steps further:  

 1) Volunteer will be responsible for a small area of the neighborhood, not a one-mile stretch of heavily trafficked 
roadway.  

 2) Trash will be removed on an “as needed” basis, not four times per year.  

 3) Additionally, our volunteers will be able to submit a simple form to the ARC for areas that need improvement 
such as: common walls that need a fresh coat of paint, graffiti removal, areas that lack decorative rock or 
vegetation, and common areas where weeds or tree limbs need to be controlled, etcetera, etcetera… 

For recognition of your participation, signage will be located on your “block” with your family’s name. It will be erected to 
show your pride of ownership in your community. The signage could also be dedicated to someone you wish to honor.
